this time, it ually became clear to me that my duty to
the Jewish community calls-onmme to-officiate at-th
interfaith marriages.

For my first four years as a rabbi, I did not officiate at
interfaith marriages. 1 felt that because I am authorized
as a clergy person by the organized Jewish community I
am also beholden to uphold its norms. To this day, the
great majority of Reform rabbis will not officiate at
interfaith weddings. Not long after I was ordained, I had
to tell a childhood friend of mine that I could not
officiate at his wedding to a non-Jewish woman, It was
a painful experience for me, and it contributed to our
drifting apart as friends.

The Jewish Community

Since then, other friends and congregants have shared
with me that my policy, and that of others who share it,
makes them feel left out of Jewish community. [ have
also heard the stories of Reform rabbis who have made
the decision to officiate at interfaith weddings, what
their conditions are, and what caused them to shift their
position. I have also solicited the counsel of colleagues
who encouraged me not to officiate. All of this input
made a sirong impression.

But | have learned most of all from interfaith families
themselves: families who maintain Jewish homes, raise
children as Jews, and in which the non-Jewish partner
has a comfortable and accepted place in the Jewish
community. These are interfaith families, and they are
also Jewish houscholds. These couples are raising
children as Jews — and they need all the help and
support they can get. The liberal Jewish community in
the United States includes an ever-growing population of
Jews-by-choice and non-Jews, and we are all so much
richer for their presence in our synagogues. We should
be proud that so many people who grew up as non-Jews

find a place within the embrace of the Jewish
community.

Therefore, I will now officiate at the wedding of a Jew
and a non-Jew when a few criteria are met. The couple
must commit to raising any future children as Jews. The
non-Jewish partner must be comfortable supporting the
Jewish life of his or her spouse and kids, and
participating in Jewish life him or herself. To prepare
for that kind of life, the couple must embark together on
an appropriate course of study about Judaism, such as an
Introduction to Judaism class, or its equivalent. They
also must commit to being active members of Jewish
community, such as by joining a synagogue.

Our Congregation

I have been so moved by the interfaith families in our
congregation with whom I work daily. Non-Jewish
parents bring their kids to religious school, attend
services, serve on committees, and support the Temple
and general Jewish community in myriad ways.
Sometimes they play clarinet at services. Sometimes
they even convert to Judaism years after being married.
I am so proud of all of the interfaith families in our
congregation and how hard they work to experience the
richness of Jewish living. I am proud to stand under the
chuppah with such couples and help them have such a
wonderful shared Jewish moment that it will be the
beginning of many more shared Jewish moments.

I am now convinced that by officiating for couples ready
to make these commitments, [ am helping not only
individual Jews, but the greater Jewish community as
well. These families will help increase the total number
of Jews — and in turn, they will help all of us live
deeper Jewish lives. My mission as a rabbi is to enable
people to connect with people, the universe, God, and all
that is meaningful to them, by means of Jewish living. 1
am honored to help people — and potentially help fill
the world with more Jews — by officiating at these
weddings.

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Mel Schweitzer Seizes The Moment

TRUE STORY: The summer prior to his college senior
year (1937), Mel worked at an all-boys camp in
Westchester County and, despite the strong competition,
handily won the affection of Bernice, the only female on
staff. So it goes for our Mel Schweitzer, a 50-year EET
member and a man who strikes when the iron is hot.
With college degrees in hand - Mel's in Business
Administration from Michigan and Bernice's in
Education from Hunter - Mel and Bernice happily
engaged in several years of a formal courtship, with Mel
paying more than his fair share of Triborough Bridge
tolls, commuting between Flushing and Bernice's home
in Washington Heights. They tied the knot in 1941 and
spent 54 years of blissful marriage, proof positive of
Mel's instinct for seizing the moment.

Military Service
While performing his 3% years of military service at
Fort Monmouth in New Jersey, and commuting home to
Bernice (in Flushing) for the weckends, Mel's lifelong
passion for electronics always kept him a step ahead. He
made Second Lieutenant teaching radio in the Army
Signal Corp and worked at the Signal Corp's Radar Labs
in the very early days of radar development. In his
civilian life, when television was not yet a household
name, Mel and Bernice purchased one of the first TV's
in their neighborhood. By day Mel was teaching Radio
and Television repair to private trade school students
while Bernice was teaching city elementary school
children. By night their apartment was a hub of activity,
with curious friends and neighbors vying for TV time
with the Schweitzers.

In the early 50s, VOLT was a rapidly growing
information services compaay that responded to Mel's
pioneering approach to technology. At a time when
computers were also not a familiar mainstay, Mel was
preparing military maintenance manuals on the country's
first large-scale computers. During his 30-year tenure at
VOLT, he became a valuable logistics specialist
managing their Eastern Regional offices and consulting
on military proposals in Britain, France, Italy and
Uruguay. Most memorable for Mel are his Stuyvesant
Town homecomings with Bernice and sons, Frank and
Marc, along with the travels shared with Bernice through
London, Paris, Italy, Yugoslavia, Hungary and Austria.
Today, Mel's son Frank is a California contractor and
son Marg¢ is a California architect, both married and
respectively raising Mel's three wonderful grandchildren.

EET Beginnings

At East End Temple, it was Helene Spring who recruited
Bernice and it was Bernice who subsequently recruited
Mel for a lifetime of volunteer service. Some of his
many hats at EET include: Executive Vice-President,
Treasurer, and Ritual Committee Chair. It was Mel who
discovered the High Holiday NYU Dental School
location and it is still Mel today who actively drives
important initiatives in matters of EET building, finance,
technology and architectural design. Though no longer
sharing adventures with his lovely Bemice, (she died in
1995) Me! continues to be very much part of the action.
When he's not straightening out EET’s wires and
programming or checking out the latest in digital
gadgetry, Mel can be found with special friends and
family. He golfs in New York and Florida, mixes it up
with family in California and shows his visiting
granddaughter (and NYU student) Zoe how to seize
many New York moments.
