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 FROM THE RABBI’S STUDY                David Adelson 
 
Dear Friends, 
 
I am writing today about an issue 
that often makes me tired just to 
think about, and that I suspect may 
have the same effect on many of you.  
However, it is also a matter of critical 
importance.  So while writing despite 
this fatigue is challenging for me -- 
and reading all the way through may be challenging for 
you -- let me encourage you to stay with me.  I am 
writing today about what we can do in response to the 
ongoing genocide in Darfur. 
 
Many of us have given money to American Jewish 
World Service to support their work publicizing the 
genocide, in which hundreds of thousands have been 
killed and millions have been displaced.  As a Temple, 
we traveled to Washington, D.C. to rally for Darfur, and 
many of us also attended a rally here in New York.  But 
there are good reasons to feel fatigued when we hear 
about the horrors that continue unabated.  Even as peace 
talks continue, the situation only gets worse. This is 
getting to be an old story for us already.   
 
Nicholas Kristof wrote in his May 9 New York Times 
editorial about how studies show that people are always 
more ready to give to one person in need than to two, or 
more.  And people are always more moved to act, or 
give, to help one person than to help hundreds of 
thousands in need.  We get overloaded, and we shut 
down.  This is why, he points out, news of a child down 
a well will dominate the airwaves, while, in all of last 
year, ABC News spent a total of 11 minutes covering 
Darfur. He suggests creating the image of a “Darfur 
puppy” to finally inspire people to more action. 
 
We can think about a puppy, or we can think about our 
people. We as a people are the survivors of a genocide, 
within the past 65 years, in which about one third of our 

number was murdered.  We are commanded by our 
recent history, as well as by our best values, to act.  We 
may not easily find the stamina to stay focused on 
Darfur.  But we are not entirely helpless, and we can 
indeed do more.  And taking what action we can is the 
only way to both feel less news fatigue, and apply the 
public pressure that may eventually bring resolution. 
 
We can act on a few levels.  We can screen our mutual 
funds at www.sudandivestment.org/screener.asp to make 
sure we do not maintain investments in Sudan that 
support its government-sponsored genocide in Darfur; 
we can encourage any organizations we are a part of to 
divest as well.  We can go to 
www.action.ajws.org/campaign/NYCpetition to support 
the campaign to encourage the New York City Council 
to divest city pension holdings; we can similarly urge 
state legislators at action.ajws.org/campaign/new_york1.  
We can also encourage our friends to do the same.  
Imagine if in the 1930s and 1940s you discovered you or 
your organization were earning money by investing in 
the Nazi regime. 
 
Finally, we can all attend our June 1 Synaplex, when 
our guest speaker will be Ruth Messinger, president of 
American Jewish World Service.  AJWS has been the 
leader in the Jewish community’s response to this 
genocide.  Ms. Messinger will be speaking about the role 
the Jewish community has to play in Darfur and in other 
global issues as well. Many of us remember Ms. 
Messinger from her time as Manhattan borough 
president, and know what a powerful speaker she is. 
 
I look forward to seeing you all there on June 1.

Access to our own rituals can be 
difficult and confusing; paired with 
the doubts raised with the question 
of the authenticity of our rituals, we 
often feel paralyzed.  I have 
encountered many challenges and 
questions about my personal 
Judaism in my journey from 
Hebrew day school to secular public 
school, through college, and now within my Cantorial 
studies at Hebrew Union College.   
Rituals once second nature to me now present questions 
of origin, reason and purpose, and then choice.  Because 
the Reform movement stands firmly on its tenet of 
knowledge through choice, it is incumbent upon us as 
individuals to learn as much as we can about what we 
take as ‘the given’ so that we can then interpret it into a 
meaningful ritual for ourselves.   
 
As a child, I practiced a form of infantilized Judaism, 
essentially I did what I was told because that was how it 
was done.  As a adult, I have no such luxury and I 
realize that my choices are only two: to abandon those 
practices which have become a part of me and are 
responsible in some way for shaping me into who I am, 
or learning what I can about the rituals and practices and 
infusing them with meaning so that they can be vessels 
of encouragement, and wisdom for myself and those 
with whom I study. 
 
I choose the latter and I choose it daily, because it is 
no easy task.  Judaism offers us a tremendous amount of 
guidance, insight, and community, but it does not exist 
on its own in a vacuum.  Judaism requires a commitment 
to challenge our knowledge, to question why we may be 
uncomfortable with a particular ritual, to hash it out and 
then to come up with a purpose that is significant to us.  
The beautiful thing about ritual is that it is available to 
us equally on those days that we find great meaning, 
beauty and satisfaction in its observance and on those 
days when we struggle, gaining strength through the 
very comfort of the routine

Ten Commandments 
 
Nitzan’s Bet (2nd Grade) Class went to the Sinai desert 
(the Sanctuary) and followed Moshe (played by Nitzan), 
trekking through the hot sands, stopping occasionally for 
a bite of manna. After much wandering, they came upon 
a great mountain. -- Mount Sinai (the 'bimah') loomed 
ahead. Moshe went up to the mountain and received the 
Ten Commandments. But lo and behold, the Israelites 
(the young scholars of Kita Bet) had constructed a 
golden calf around which they were celebrating... and 
not paying attention to their leader 
 
Moshe dropped the tablets and they shattered. After 
some consideration, Moshe went back up the mountain.

A great 
miracle happened which allowed each one of them to 
experience actually being Moshe. They each took turns 
climbing up Mount Sinai, receiving the Torah 
themselves, and as they held it in their arms for the first 
time, they each proudly declared, "I am Moshe, and this 
is our Torah!" 
 
They were so respectful and many said they felt what it 
would have been like to be Moshe, standing at the foot 
of the mountain with the Torah in their arms before all 
the Jewish people. They also shared that they felt so 
responsible, that it was such a special moment. It truly 
was.

Mothers' Little Helpers 
 
Guidebooks quell the anxieties of raising up a child 
 
It wasn't until I was about four that my mother 
realized how badly, profoundly she wanted—needed, 
she says—to make sure I grew into a Jew. Before then, 
raising a Jewish child was something she just took for 
granted, without giving it much thought. When she 
married my father—who'd converted to Judaism—they'd 
agreed that any children would be Jewish, and that had 
been that. For my first few years, I was Jewish because 
my mom was, and because mayonnaise was anathema to 
her—not because we lit candles or went to shul. But 
when it dawned on her, in a "Sunrise, Sunset" moment, 
that I was actually going to be a person of my own one 
day, she knew that she could not bear to break the line of 
Jewish women that extended from Drobin, Poland to 
New York City to the suburbs of Boston. She was not 
just going to have a Jewish daughter, she was going to 
raise one.  
 
Problem was, she had no idea how. For her, as a kid in 
Manhattan (and the Bronx), Jewishness was to my 
mother as water is to whitefish. It was just there, all 
around. You breathed it. It was what you did, how—and 
where—you lived. But it was not about observance of 
ritual or halacha; that, for her father and his free-thinking 
intellectual friends, belonged back in the Old World. 
Instead, for my mother and her sister, being Jewish 
meant rallies, fist-pounding politics, landsmanschaft 
meetings, Yiddish theater, Zionist songs, noodle kugel, 
chopped liver. When she became aware that some of her 
friends were having bat mitzvahs, she asked her father 
why they didn't belong to a synagogue. His answer: 
"Synagogues belonged in Europe, where Jews had 
nothing else. In America, Jews don't need synagogues. 
They have everything else."  
 

While Lexington, Massachusetts is certainly 
America—it's the birthplace of American liberty, after 
all—it bears little resemblance to New York in the 
1940s. It didn't (and doesn't) offer the kind of 
"everything else" my grandfather was talking about. 
There were Jews there, sure. Lefty politics? Some of that 
too. But it was unlikely that my mother, no matter how 
good her kugel, would have been able to find or create 
for me a Jewish atmosphere there like that of her 
childhood. (Let's just say that there isn't actually a store 
in Lexington called Minuteman Bagel, but there might 
as well be.) She was going to have to turn instead to 
religious ritual and education—and not just for me.  
 
After much soul-searching, and with much 
trepidation—specifically, the fear that someone would 
spot her and shout "Trayf!"—my mother decided to join 
Lexington's Reform synagogue and enroll me in the 
religious school. A few weeks before the consecration 
ceremony for the new children, the rabbi met with the 
families to welcome us and describe what would happen 
in the service. We'd stand before the ark, he said, and 
we'd all recite the Shema.  
 
Mom raced home to phone a Jewish friend. "Sally?" she 
asked, 'What's a Shema?"  
 
I still have a very clear, comforting memory of sitting 
at the piano with my mother and learning to chant the 
three simple lines of the Shema, Judaism's essential 
affirmation of faith. I had no idea she had just learned 
them herself.  
 
And now I am a mother who wants to give her 
daughter memories like that one. (Not to mention a 
mother who wants to have an apartment big enough for a 
piano.) I know what a Shema is; if I didn't, I have a 
husband who could pretty much break it down for me. 
That said, I don't want to cede Bess' Jewish upbringing 
to David just because he does Jewish upbringing for a 
living—though I'll be happy to give him the floor the 
first time Bess asks, "Who's God?" I don't want him to 
be the default bearer of our household Jewish standard. I 
want to start new family traditions, help Bess find 
meaning in who we are already. But that's also where I 
get intimidated. This past Passover, we enjoyed second 
seder with dear friends and their kids in Boston. When 
the mom rallied the troops to count the omer—which we 
never got around to in my house growing up—my first 
thought was, "What's an omer?" (Counting the omer is a 
daily blessing for marking the days between Passover 
and Shavuot, the holiday commemorating the giving of 
the Torah. For some reason I can never remember that.)

Steven Sanders  
Dedicated to Public Service 
 
Privileged and honored is how Steve Sanders would 
describe his tenure as a New York State Assemblyman. 
It was his privilege to win his very first election as a 
novice of twenty-six despite the strength of a veteran 
Republican opponent. Also, to win every Assembly race, 
thereafter for 28 years, with no less than 70% vote totals. 
And it was his honor to have been given the chance to 
serve the people of New York while walking 
authentically in the path of his own principles.  
 
A senior-year City College internship in New York 
State Assemblyman Andrew Stein’s office and a 1973 
post-graduate offer from Assemblyman Stein to join the 
Stein team set Steve’s political path in motion. When 
Stein captured the Manhattan Borough Presidency’s 
office four-and-a-half years later, the local Democratic 
Party bosses set their sights on a young enthusiastic 
Steve Sanders. The residents of Stuyvesant Town and 
Peter Cooper Village (ST/PCV) also liked what they saw 
in their native son. The ST/PCV community always 
turned out for Steve Sanders to support his campaign for 
his first special election in February 1978 to fill the 
vacated assembly seat and for 14 subsequent elections, 
every two years. Not only did he deliver the goods when 
it came to resolving community tenant issues, but he was 
popular Helen and Murray Sanders’ son. Of all the 
wonderful hellos that greeted Steve’s campaign swings 
around the Stuyvesant Oval, “I love your parents” was 
his most favorite. It still is.  
 
The EET of Steve’s growing-up years in the late fifties 
and sixties was somewhat different than the temple of 
today. Members could be employed – Helen spent nine 
years as Religious School secretary. The temple’s three 
day-per-week Religious School and three-year 
confirmation program maintained an enrollment of 325 
students. Murray’s twenty- five years as treasurer under 
two Board presidencies (Leonard and Helene Spring) 
earns him the title as the longest serving treasurer in 
EET’s sixty-year history. What hasn’t changed is how at 
home Steve feels every time he enters his temple.   
 
On the High Holy Days, Steve returns each year to 
revisit and renew his values of community and 
humanity.  His bonafides as an assemblyman are well 
established in the area of equal rights. From his chair of 
the Assembly Education Committee for eleven years, 
Steve enabled city-wide funding of public education pre-
K programs and special education learning disability 

programs. And in a city that has always prided itself on 
tolerance of religious and cultural differences, Steve 
sponsored the Sexual Orientation Non-Discrimination 
Act that gave gays and lesbians the job, housing, and 
insurance protections previously denied. It was enacted 
into law in 2002. In a manner befitting the teachings of 
his family and his religion, Steve feels the Jewish 
obligation to look after his fellow man, especially those 
less advantaged. .    
 
When Steve had a quadruple bypass in April 2005, it  
sparked a broader conversation about his future; he 
opted for more time with his bride Tammy (they were 
married in 2000); his sisters Doreen, a special education 
teacher in New Jersey; and Arlene, an elder law attorney 
in Binghamton; his five nieces and his mom. And 
because sometimes the best thing a leader can do is step 
aside, Steve is now partner in the government consulting 
firm of Crane Vacco and Sanders. No longer dictated by 
a rush of political events seven days a week, Steve and 
Tammy enjoy their new found time together as they split 
their working days and recreational time between NYC 
and Albany. Though the private sector does not offer the 
same platform for trying to make the world a better 
place, Steve knows that it is still his job.

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A Father’s Day Story: 
 
The No-Win Solution

It was very hot in New York that September day when 
my mother called me about noon at the Family Circle 
magazine office. As soon as I heard her voice I knew 
something was very wrong as mom seldom called me at 
work. “Daddy fell again”, she said. “He’s had a stroke; 
please come as soon as possible.”  I didn’t question her 
any further as I could sense the seriousness of the 
situation. 
 
After calling home to inform my 
three-year old’s nanny that I might 
be delayed that evening, I got into a 
cab on that stifling late summer 
day. All the way out to Brighton 
Beach, through the Battery Tunnel 
and along the Belt Parkway, I wondered how long my 
parents could continue to live together. Dad was an 
amputee who had lost a leg in a car accident at age 69 
and wore an early vintage heavy prosthetic. Now, 10 
years later, his reflexes no longer responding, he fell 
frequently. And mom was a hypertensive case who had 
had a stroke years earlier, could not cope with dad’s 
mishaps any longer. 
 
When I walked in the door, mom told me dad had a 
spasm or a mild stroke a few hours before which had 
briefly made him inarticulate. Also, that while he could 
talk now, not everything made sense. Then she said, 
“You’ve got to get him out of the house, into a home or 
someplace—today, or else I will collapse too.” I 
suggested alternative solutions such as in-home nursing 
care, but I knew it was no use; mom wanted him out of 
the house now. With no siblings, I had to make the 
decision alone. 
 
And when I went upstairs to the bedroom floor of the 
old, one-family house, I found my father seated in his 
worn maple captain’s chair, dressed only in a T-shirt, 
naked below the hips, his artificial limb still strapped in 
place. He knew me, but what he said made no sense. I 
helped him dress. I then called the doctor to get help 
with my decision. He had been there earlier and his 
advice took some of the guilty weight off my shoulders. 
He told me there was no other choice, that dad had to get 
out of the house or I would have two patients. He 
recommended a private nursing home nearby; I left 
immediately to look the place over. 
 
At the nursing home, the manager, an eager 
salesperson, assured me that only the best of care was 
given to their “guests” (not patients).  There was a 
pervasive odor of Air-Wick or some other disinfectant 

on most floors, but my general impression was one of 
cleanliness and modern accommodations. A bed was 
available immediately. Before I left, I made 
arrangements for a car to pick up dad later that day. 
 
When I returned to my parents’ home, I advised mom 
of my decision and prepared to tell my father. As I 
ascended the stairs once more, I realized that I could not 
tell him that this would be for an indefinite stay. The 
only words I could find to tell this poor, confused man 
were that he had to go to a convalescent home for a short 
while, under doctor’s orders because he needed special 
care. He could not understand where he was going, of 
course, and was not coherent enough to protest strongly. 
I could feel his eyes on my back as I packed his suitcase. 
 
The driver arrived on time and helped me carry dad 
down the narrow stairs on a chair and into the car.  There 
was no affectionate parting between my parents. We 
drove back to the nursing home and I escorted dad to his 
room. His room-mate, I noted, was an alert-looking man, 
busily engrossed in his Times. Good sign.  
 
I puttered around longer than was necessary, arranging 
dad’s things in the dresser, hanging his jacket in the 
closet. He just sat in the chair, not saying much, not 
accusing me. I think this made my guilty feelings worse. 
I left when there was no more to say, no more to do. 
 
It was about 9 pm when I returned to my own home in 
Manhattan. The baby was asleep and I dismissed the 
nanny. I realized that the last time I had eaten was 
breakfast, and I sat down to have a glass of milk.
