Report on:  

Disability Awareness Day 
 

Irmi Ozer dreamed of having this Disability Awareness Day for nearly five years. She and Ellen 

Lamonoff, a social worker and nurse who works with the developmentally disabled, were the 

organizers.  Judith Lorber, Sisterhood President, was our consultant, and Sisterhood co-sponsored the 

event on April 25. 
 

Guest speaker Maton Koch, an attorney practicing in New York, depicted growing up in an inclusive, accommodating 

Jewish community.  Guest speaker Frances Victory, a doctoral candidate described her research on life for disabled 

persons in Jewish communities.  She was recommended to us by Rabbi Adelson.  Congregant Judith Sussman spoke 

powerfully of facing her mother‟s severe illness and death and of the need for support for care-givers.  Finally, Irmi Ozer 

spoke of her life with Asperger‟s Syndrome, which is a mild form of autism, and ended with a plea for an EET support 

group for persons with disabilities and care-givers.  
 

The event concluded with a film entitled Turn to Me.  The documentary, narrated in part by Elie Wiesel, showed with 

poignant examples that bikur cholim (visiting the sick) is a solution to fighting apathy and indifference.
